BURN PERMITS are required for open air burning. Fee for the year is $10. Applications are available 
online or at the Office. 

DOG LICENSE: Bylaw 2019-034 requires all dog owners to purchase dog tags. Form is available on 
the website or at the Township Office. Dog Licenses are $20 per dog with an Annual Renewal Fee of 
$15 per dog ($10 before March 31st). 

TRAILER LICENSE: Bylaw 2023-020 states you must have a Trailer License for the authorized, 
seasonal use of a trailer on vacant land between May 1 – Nov. 30. Contact the office to apply for a 
license. Penalty fees will be enforced. 

LANDFILL:    Winter hours Oct 16 – April 30: Sat 9 – 4.    Summer hours May 1 – Oct 15: Tues & Thurs 
3 – 7, & Sat 9 – 5   
Reminder to keep your landfill cards handy for presentation at the landfill site! Tipping fees apply for 
disposal of large items such as furniture, brush, construction debris, etc. See website for fees or 
check with your landfill attendant. Please remember, the more recyclables separated and excluded 
from your household garbage will greatly extend the life of Tehkummah’s landfill. Thank you for 
your efforts! 
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
